Powerful sounds pierce the sience of the Rwandan
couniryside. Curious chidren gawk outside the gate.

10 a million were killed by neighbors, friends, even famil.

What was ice cream exactly and how would they do
if2 Kikiinvited Jennie and Alexs of Brooklyn's Blue Marble
Ice Cream to come to Rwanda to help the drummers
open their shop, which they aply named Inzozi Naiza
(Sweet Dreams]

Sweet Dreams follows this remarkable group of
Rwandan women as they emerge from the devastation
of the genocide fo create a new future for themselves.
"Because of our history, people know how fo fight
‘against, but not for” Kiki says. "We want fo change that
